CLE CIC INGLES

CLE CIC (Ciclo de Idiomas Corto) es un examen de idioma que acredita los saberes y conocimientos en
lenguas extranjeras de alumnos y alumnas a partir de los 15 afios que estén cursando sus estudios
secundarios en escuelas de la jurisdiccion del GCBA. Esta certificacion esta disefiada para alumnos que han

estudiado el idioma seleccionado al menos 180 horas reloj o dos o tres afios aproximadamente.

El examen CLE CIC consta de cinco componentes: comprension lectora, comprension auditiva, produccion
escrita, reconocimiento del sistema linguistico y produccion oral. Estos componentes se separan en dos
instancias, los primeros cuatro conforman la evaluacion escrita cuya duracion es de 1 hora, y el Gltimo se

evalla en un examen oral, que se rinde de a dos candidatos por vez y dura aproximadamente 9 minutos.

Objetivos generales

Se espera que el candidato de CLE CIC logre:
= Comprender el sentido general y extraer informacion especifica de textos breves orales y escritos.
= Expresarse por escrito utilizando oraciones o textos cortos en contextos comunicativos relacionados

con sus intereses y su universo mas proximo.

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Caracteristicas del examen escrito

El examen escrito consta de cuatro componentes: comprension lectora, comprension auditiva, produccion

escrita y reconocimiento del sistema linglistico. Su duracién es de 60 minutos.

El componente comprension lectora evalia la comprensién del sentido general y la extraccion de
informacion especifica de textos escritos. Este componente consta de 2 textos (entre 160 y 220 palabras cada
uno) y de 15 itemes de respuesta Unica cuyos tipos pueden ser: emparejamiento (unir), opcion maltiple (entre

varias opciones seleccionar la correcta), seleccion alternada (entre dos posibilidades elegir la correcta).

El componente comprensién auditiva evalia la comprension del sentido general y la extraccion de
informacion especifica mediante 2 textos orales grabados, escuchados dos veces, cuya duracion varia entre
1’y 1°30"" cada uno, y la realizacion de 2 tareas. Entre ambas tareas, el candidato debera responder a 10

items, similares en cuanto a su formato a los utilizados en la comprension lectora.

El componente reconocimiento del sistema linguistico evala el conocimiento que el candidato posee del
funcionamiento de la lengua como sistema. La tarea propuesta consta de un texto de una extension que varia
entre 140 y 180 palabras, en el cual se presenta un “cloze” con 10 ocasiones en los cuales los candidatos
encuentran 3 palabras y deberan elegir sélo una, la correcta en ese contexto, a fin de que el texto recupere su

coherencia y/o su cohesion.

El componente produccion escrita evalUa la capacidad del candidato para redactar oraciones o textos cortos
en contextos comunicativos relacionados con sus intereses y su universo mas proximo. Este componente

consta de 2 tareas:
- La primera es una de las siguientes posibilidades:
e respuestas a preguntas contextualizadas,
e completamiento de textos cortos a partir de indicaciones especificas para cada espacio. (5 espacios
en blanco)

En esta tarea se presentaran 5/ 6 instancias a completar / formular.

- La segunda tarea es de produccion abierta de alrededor de 7 lineas a partir de una guia.
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Caracteristicas del examen oral
El componente produccion oral evalUa las posibilidades del candidato de interactuar en forma oral, en
una entrevista entre dos candidatos y un examinador, quien lleva adelante la entrevista. Un segundo

examinador (que no interfiere en la conversacion) presencia el examen.

El examen oral tiene una duracion de aproximadamente 9 minutos y consta de tres partes. La primera incluye
preguntas personales y sobre el entorno a cada candidato en forma individual. La segunda se desarrolla a
partir de una lamina para cada candidato como disparador, y se realizan preguntas de descripcion. La tercera
parte consta de una interaccion dialogada entre candidatos a partir de informacion faltante, en la cual cada
candidato formula 4 preguntas para resolver la situacion comunicativa planteada y el otro responde en forma
apropiada y relevante a la situacion propuesta. Se presenta una situacion para cada candidato. En esta

instancia el examinador no participa de la conversacion entre candidatos.

Section 1

Community helpers are constantly in the news. Every day we read stories about firemen, police officers,
paramedics, medical personnel and construction workers. All of them help the community whenever people
need them. To know what a community helper is, first you need to know what a community is.

Section 2

A community is composed of different groups of people who live and work together. The community has a
specific location (it is in one place), it has rules and laws that people must follow and the people work
together to solve their problems. One example of a community is your family, then comes your
neighbourhood, and finally the town or city that you live in. So what is a community helper?

A community helper is anyone in the community who helps others by offering a service, for example, the
Police Force, the Fire Service and the Emergency Medical Services but there are many, many more. How
many can you think of?

Section 3

First, think about your own home. Your Mum can be considered a community helper. In your family it is
probably your mum who cooks the dinner, cleans the house, does the laundry and helps in a thousand
different ways every day but not all families do have a Mum, and they are still a community, so who does all
the jobs in those families? Well, there is Dad and Grandma, maybe a housekeeper or a gardener, a babysitter,
older brothers and sisters, the list goes on and on. Everyone can be a community helper.

Section 4

Just suppose you clean up your room. It is only your room; you don't share it with anyone. Do you think that
this makes you a community helper? The answer is not really, because you are helping your Mum and
yourself but you are not helping the whole community. To be a community helper you must do something
that may help everyone, so cleaning the living room will make you a community helper.
